Judge Bush has requested additional funding for Union Chapel, Hook Lane and North Bluegrass to be paved. Magistrate John Corlis suggested that Hackett Ridge be added to the paving list for next year.  Stacey Florer, Road Supervisor advised that he ordered 75 tons of salt.  Magistrate David Kelsch asked about the building of a salt storage facility and Judge Bush advised that they may look into that next year.  Cannon Road Project has started and Straight Edge will then start on Bee Run project.  There was a discussion on the salt mix with the depletion of fly ash.  Supervisor Florer will try sand at this time.
