Judicial Center Contract Employee-Maintenance

Judge Teegarden has been advised that AOC is agreeable to the way the court is thinking of
going with a contract employee for maintenance. They do require a bond; she is waiting for an
email back from KACo and AOC to see exactly what type of bond would be ok. She advised that
the Fiscal Court has only required construction bonds in the past. Before advertising for this
position, she needs to know if the court would like this to be a salary position or an hourly
contract employee maintenance position. Judge Teegarden stated they could table it until next
meeting when all the magistrates were there if they wanted to. Magistrate Mayfield asked Judge
Teegarden, didn’t they, at the last meeting, talk about that being more of a business type position.
Judge stated it could be, but it doesn’t have to be. It could be a contract employee where they
don’t pay benefits, don’t take taxes, don’t run them through payroll etc. or if it is done as a
business, the snow removal and landscaping/mowing are already contracted out so it would be a
company just being there to call vendors that they are already contracted with to come in to do
the work. Magistrate Mayfield asked if you found someone to do landscaping, snow removal,
they could also be the contractor and subcontract out that maintenance portion and they would be
responsible? Judge Teegarden stated yes, if it was bid out like that. They could put in for all, but
they are bid separately. When it is bid out, for example to snow removal, it is bid out for the
senior center, courthouse and judicial center in one bid and then they separate it out. The
mowing, weed eating and landscaping would be a separate quote from the snow removal. Judge
Teegarden stated a contracted maintenance person would not be getting benefits, they would be
getting their own insurance and getting liability insurance etc. so they would need to be paid
more than the $15 an hour. Judge Teegarden stated AOC reimburses everything that is quoted
out. The county pays up front, and they reimburse every year. The county undergoes an audit
every year and that’s how we get reimbursed. Then they have annual maintenance contracts, that
are reimbursed on a quarterly basis. Magistrate Holleran stated he can’t see where a contractor
would have to be bonded because he would already have all the insurance, Judge Teegarden
stated that it is not their requirement, it is AOC’s. Judge Teegarden stated that years ago they
used to contract out custodial services in the courthouse before the judicial center was ever built.
You had 2 contract employees, but they just paid a monthly salary to these people, no taxes, no




benefits etc. and they would usually come in after hours to do all the cleaning. The requirements
back in the 90’s were much different, and they are now adhering to AOC’s requirements in
addition to the county, so she is learning this process as well. Judge Teegarden stated AOC has
given permission to advertise for quotes for the mowing, weed eating and landscaping. They
could go ahead and advertise for salting, plowing and snow removal as well. She could put that
in the paper next week and include it on the Judges page as well. You could advertise for quotes
on all these together, but you could be knocking out a company that may do mowing, weed
eating landscaping but not snow removal. Magistrate Mayfield asked if it was possible to word it
so that if there is someone that wants to quote it together as they could get a better price that
way? Judge Teegarden stated yes, they could do this, she could just do an option 1 and option 2.
Also, Licking Valley CAP reimburses for the snow removal at the senior center.
