Jailer Quarterly Report 

Jailer Clos gave an update. Maysville Hospital is on the report for $10,200, this had been sent 

back for repricing. There was not anyone taken to the hospital last month, so those bills are from 

January to June. They are still working on getting them repriced. Jailer Clos stated he and 

Magistrate Miller put some numbers together. 2019-2024 Jail bills went up 24%, Jail Medical 

went up 42%, coming out of the general fund was 52% and the state has not raised the amount 

that they are contributing whatsoever. He has a 2013 Explorer that has 108,000 miles on it, the 

transmission is slipping so he has parked it, it is not running anymore. He’s not asking for a 

vehicle to replace it.
