Road Department Update 

Road Supervisor Stacey Florer gave an update. They have put in several culvert pipes in 

driveways. There have been high winds, so they have been cleaning up tree limbs. They hauled 

in some rock. They backfilled slip #4 on Snag Creek, they’re both done and need just a little 

touch up work. Now they are getting ready for the 3 or 4 days of snow coming up.    

 

Animal Shelter Expansion Update 

Last meeting it was voted to move ahead with the architect. They have started the process with 

the preliminary plans. Magistrate Miller talked to him yesterday, he does not have them ready for 

this meeting, but they should be ready by the next meeting on the 28th.   

 

Judicial Center Full time employee hire 

Magistrate Mayfield stated on January 8th, herself, Magistrate Scott, Deputy Judge Lippert, Mel 

and Toni conducted interviews for both the maintenance position at the Judicial Center and the 

courthouse, senior citizens center, dispatch and the animal shelter. There were 7 candidates. All 

but 2 showed up. The remaining 5 interviewed for both positions. Most of them, however, were 

interested only in the courthouse position but most stated that if it came down to the Judicial 

Center they would be interested still in that. All candidates were qualified but 2 stood out. 

Magistrate Mayfield made a motion to hire Trevor “Dylan” Blalock for the Judicial Center 

maintenance position. This will be a full-time hire at $15 an hour. This will include normal 

county benefits contingent on passing all preemployment screenings. Magistrate Scott second it.

Animal Shelter Report 

Co-Directors Honan and Childers gave an update. They handed out a report for the month of 

December. It breaks down the intake and the outcome. Magistrate Kelsch asked about the 2 

horses. Ms. Childers stated they were taken out of foster and put into placement. Magistrate Ruf 

asked about placement. Is that adoption? Ms. Honan stated this particular one was through a 

court case. Once the court case is over, they will be able to check on them but they will not be in 

our care so the county will not be legally responsible for them. Magistrate Brumley stated the 

public is not fully understanding what the shelter is required to do, if someone who has a dog 

who is ill and they can’t afford to take care of that dog, that they wanted the shelter to pay for it 

but didn’t want to surrender it. Does this happen a lot? Ms. Childers stated this does happen 

sometimes but the owner winds up needing to surrender the dog in order for the shelter to take 

care of it. It happens sometimes but is not super often. Ms. Honan stated most of the time they 

are able to explain to the owner that they are not legally able to take care of the dog unless it is 

surrendered and then the owner winds up keeping the dog. Sometime BCAIN will step in and 

help an owner take care of this. Once a dog is surrendered though and taken care of until it’s 

better, the previous owner will not get them back, they will be adopted out or sent to a rescue or 

something. Magistrate Ruf stated it is state law for them to have an animal shelter, but people 

don’t understand that.
